The Regional Bureau of Spatial Planning in Wroclaw (WBU) is acting on behalf of the self-government (Marshal Office) of Lower Silesia that borders with two countries: Czech Republic and Saxony in the Federal Republic of Germany. WBU is responsible for regional spatial development and planning duties in the “Dolnoslaskie Voivodeship” (Lower Silesia Region of Poland). The Bureau is creating spatial development concepts, plans, studies, analyses etc. and participating in Cross-border projects of European Communities related to spatial development.

During the “Open Days of European Regions” conference 2005 we referred to four basic problems in cross-border collaboration:

· involvement of regional level in practical cross-border cooperation,

· strengthening the planning issues in ETC programs of 2007-2013 periode, 

· barriers in funding policy which needs a “one border - one program”

· problems for x-border cooperation, especially in CZ<>SN<>PL tri-national areas.

As the main findings in 2005 we concluded the need for: 

· more flexibility and more visionary thinking based on understanding of our common regional spatial space concepts,  

· Integrated Spatial Development Visions

· stronger support for CIL3/A cooperation programs in unique tri-national regions.

This paper presents an update of the “status-quo” situation based on the ETC Operational programmes 2007-2013 for cross-border cooperation in multi-national cross-border regions.
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
